Fell a Beech (T1), Horse Chestnut (T2), Western Red Cedar (T3), 2 x Cypress (TG1) 

and tree marked as ‘A’ from a mixed species group (TG2)

OBJECTION. It was noted that this is identical to the previous application DC/07/1588 (T/07/26) which was refused and also that a TPO has since been confirmed. The justification for this application is subsidence damage sustained to the extensions of the property but the trees were there first and therefore perhaps the extensions should either not have been built in that location or to that specification. It should also be noted that although some objections have been lodged the Parish Council has been made aware of other residents in Merrywood House who would wish to object but are away over the Christmas period and will therefore be unable to respond within the required timescale.
