Pre-application consultation

The Plant Company, Coolham Road

Proposed construction of purpose built premises to accommodate activities

The owner of the business was present and invited to provide background, following which the proposed planning application was reviewed and discussed. Potential concerns regarding the need for the premises to be ancillary to horticultural use and the height of the building were identified as issues that would need to be considered by HDC but subject to those caveats the general view was favourable, the proposed premises being nicely designed and pleasing that a local business has the confidence to invest in this way. The final decision would be dependent on receipt and review of the planning application but at this initial stage it was considered that there would be no objection in principle.

Ancient Woodland report circulated by Cllr Dawes but not received by all due to file size. Clerk to print off 1 copy to be held in parish office. Laybrook Copse is included despite current plan to put access road through it.

Cllr MacEachern reported that a Minerals Liaison Group meeting was being arranged the date of which would be known this week and to which affected residents would be invited. No need therefore to write formally at this stage regarding the noise/lighting issues at Ibstock but item to be included on enforcement list.

Land auction

Cllr Walker reported concerns of local people over the practice of selling parcels of land which although partially circumvented by prompt TPC/HDC action in obtaining Article 4 Directions on this occasion could happen as a matter of routine in future effectively forcing people to buy land they would not otherwise want to. Planning regulations therefore need to be changed to prevent this practice. Cllr Dawes felt this was a good idea but could only be done through legislation. Nick Herbert is opposed to development on agricultural land and it was therefore agreed that a letter be sent to him and CPRE, Cllr Walker to draft for circulation by the clerk and consideration at the next meeting.
