Woodland and Pasture, Bacons Land and plots D, E & F

Mr Robert Lewis introduced himself as the new landowner and described his plans for the land which will basically remain as is although possibly with the addition of some sheep just as a hobby and perhaps a small field shelter for lambing. There is an existing PROW through the land but in addition a permissive footpath may be provided during bluebell month. Although understanding the reasons for the Article 4 direction Mr Lewis did express concern over its restrictive nature as a planning application would now be required even for just a repair to a fence post. The Chair thanked Mr Lewis for attending and felt his plans would be of great comfort to the community and also advised she would discuss with HDC to see how strictly the Article 4 would be applied and revert to Mr Lewis.

Visibility of stabling appears to be a significant criterion and DC/10/0220 (T/10/05) was therefore permitted as it had been relocated into a corner. It was also noted that the land is now for sale although this makes no difference to the permission.

No further Sunday movements are planned until 4th September although they were there yesterday and they queried whether they could have a capped Sunday usage of say 9 per year. She advised Focus Events they were clearly in breach and explained the sanctions to them and she will now discuss the way forward with HDC management. Clerk to contact HDC to ascertain whether a TPC letter to the landowner would be helpful.

f)  T6: Crown lift both sides of tree to 6m above ground level. 

            

g)  Remove any deadwood from all six trees. 

3         The surgery to which this consent relates shall be carried out in accordance with BS 
3998 'Recommendations for Tree Work' (1989). Where applicable, retained side shoots intended to form the new dominant shoot must be at least 30% of the diameter of the parent branch.

4         The surgery to which this consent relates shall be undertaken between the hours of 
8 a.m and 6 p.m on a weekday, excluding Bank Holidays, and shall be supervised by the Local Planning Authority which shall be given a minimum of three working days notice of intent to carry out the works.
