Damaged fence at toddlers playground reported to HDC, Cllr Prince to inspect and check if work undertaken.

Cllr Prince reported HBL play area looks well kept and well used. Approach along HBL needs sweeping, clerk has reported to HDC.

Millennium signs 

High cost of replacement with metal signs inappropriate in current climate. Cllr Prince to get detailed quote from Sign Shop for consideration at June TPC meeting.

Abingworth bus shelter repairs


It was agreed to accept the quote from Faros in the amount of £93.00 for repairs using 6” feather edge boarding of soft wood being the same as used on the previous repair.

Playground equipment
17.1
Cllr Prince has made safe the damaged motorcycle, the spring seems intact but the wooden top was broken, but recommends the replacement of both this and the frog. Clerk to check options and contact RSS to see what is available as a replacement and the cost.

Cllr Brown reported he had seen a skateboarding half tube buried into the ground in another play area which possibly reduces the noise, this to be borne in mind for the future.
